Some frequently asked questions:
Q. Why the Email choice on Newsletter delivery?

A. If you have email, you can receive your newsletter
this way. You get it 15-20 days sooner, and you save
the club money. Not recommended for dial-up, since
file size ranges from 600KB to 1200KB.

Q. Why the choices on Roster Delivery?

A. You can get your Roster in March, May, by Email
or not at all.

e The “None” choice is for couples—one of you
can receive the Roster and share it.

e The “May” choice is mostly for snowbirds. If you
are having your mail forwarded when the Roster is
mailed, it is trashed by USPS, because it is sent as
bulk mail. So we’re giving the choice of May deliv-
ery to those who anticipate being gone in March.

e Email delivery gives you three deliveries per year,
with the June and September versions updated
with new members. It is a 600KB PDF file that
may be printed or simply kept on your computer.
PDF files may be searched—convenient, for ex-
ample, if you know someone’s first name only.

Q. What is “Primary phone” and “Other phone”?

A. “Primary phone” is the phone you want people to
try first. “Other phone” is an alternate phone number.

Q. Why do we want your email address?

A. Four or five times this past year we’ve sent email to
members alerting them to things like free tickets to
Twins games or openings in one of our special events.
We don’t use emails much, so it’s not “junk”. We re-
spect your privacy!

Q. Why “Work experience” & “Skills/Hobbies”?

A. We enter this in our database, so when we need to
find members with special talents we can find you!

Q. Why “Age group”?
A. We want to understand our members’ age distribu-
tion so we can see if we are finding enough new

(younger) members, and also to be sure our programs
meet the needs of our various age groups.

Q. Why the questions about volunteering?

Rating Definitions

1.0 You are just starting to play tennis.

1.5 You have limited experience and are working pri-
marily on getting the ball in play.

2.0 You lack court experience and your strokes need
developing. You are familiar with the basic positions
for singles and doubles play.

2.5 You are learning to judge where the ball is going,
although your court coverage is limited. You can sus-
tain a short rally of slow pace with other players of the
same ability.

3.0 You are fairly consistent when hitting medium-
paced shots, but are not comfortable with all strokes
and lack execution when trying for directional control,
depth, or power. Your most common doubles forma-
tion is one-up, one-back.

3.5 You have achieved improved stroke dependability

with directional control on moderate shots, but need to
develop depth and variety. You exhibit more aggressive
net play, have improved court coverage and are devel-
oping teamwork in doubles.

4.0 You have dependable strokes, including direc-
tional control and depth on both forehand and back-
hand sides on moderate-paced shots. You can use lobs,
overheads, approach shots and volleys with some suc-
cess and occasionally force errors when serving. Rallies
may be lost due to impatience. Teamwork in doubles is
evident.

4.5 You have developed your use of power and spin
and can handle pace. You have sound footwork, can
control depth of shots, and attempt to vary game plan
according to your opponents. You can hit first serves
with power and accuracy and place the second serve.
You tend to over-hit on difficult shots. Aggressive net
play is common in doubles.
